- Values Education – The whole school community worked together to decide on 9 values. Pupils have created posters for these values and they are displayed throughout the school. These permeate through the life of the school, promoting tolerance.

- We have a Rights Respecting mascot – Rio the Right Respecting Rhino.  He can be seen across our school and has now become our official emblem.

- Year 5 pupil’s created their own Assembly to explain Peace Mala to the whole school community. (Pupils, staff, parents, governors)

- Years 5 study and explore Peace Mala – Y6 Share expertise and teach Y5.

Rev Pye our local vicar visits the school regularly to lead assemblies. 

- The RE planning ensures that the major world religions are taught and that there are opportunities for the children to further develop their understanding of being a Global Citizen.

- We regularly share our work as Rights Respecting School with other schools.  Children have made many presentations.

- Peace Mala display is a major feature of our main hall.

- Rainbow theme goes throughout our school environment – inside and outside.

- The whole school has been involved in creating our Peace Mala Garden.  The eco-committee won a grant from the Gower Society.  A special assembly was held to officially open the Peace Mala Garden.

	By engaging with Peace Mala the school is committed to education for global citizenship through the promotion of understanding, respect, friendship, tolerance and peace between all communities, cultures and enlightened, compassionate faiths. Peace Mala promotes and encourages community cohesion.
	- We are a Rights Respecting Level 2 School and children have a good understanding of their rights and responsibilities.  We are currently working on achieving Level 3. 
- Each year children devise their own class Charter, reinforcing the link between rights and responsibilities

- School Assemblies are planned around our Values Calendar, World festivals and current affairs. The six main world religions are displayed in the hall and are used as talking points during assemblies, which include the opportunity for personal reflection.

- Religious leaders have visited our school and led Assemblies and Q&A sessions.  

- Pupil’s have a good understanding of Rights and responsibilities

- We ensure that our policies support equality and diversity.

- Support many charities - UNICEF, Red Nose Day, Children in Need, Cancer Research.  We recently collected tins for ‘Swansea Foodbank’.
- We have a calendar of Rights and Values. These are displayed in our main hall and across the school.  Assemblies are planned in order to reflect this.

- Our ‘Mind Body and Spirit Week’ was an excellent opportunity to value and celebrate the diversity of cultures in our school community. We have 19 different languages from 25 different countries. The RE coordinator and EMLAS Teacher worked together to encourage parents from different cultural back grounds to come in to school to read stories, share food, wear traditional costumes etc.  This was such a great success that we will be holding the event again in the Spring Term.

	By using Peace Mala in the classroom, the school supports human rights and helps prevent bullying and all forms of prejudice.
	- NSPCC Workshops for yrs 5&6 which promotes ChildLine. Pupils have designed Posters in order to share strategies and ideas for others.  These are displayed in our link corridor.  
- We have achieved Rights Respecting School Level 2.

- Data from Questionnaires show that children know who to speak to if they are feeling worried or upset.

- Values Education has a positive impact on behaviour

- Restorative Practice – teaching children non-violent resolution skills

- Class charters – raffle tickets for positive behaviour.  Children are also rewarded with pebbles to put in a class pot if they show their values.  These are then added to a school pot. 
- Well being is a high priority for all at our school. We have regular “Check in’s” 

- Road safety sessions take place for Foundation Phase pupils.

- The school has strong links with the Police.  They visit regularly to talk to and educate the children on many issues.

- Internet Safety is a priority in our school.  This has become part of our curriculum and the children are designing an e-safety mascot.  It is essential that children know how to keep safe whilst on-line.

- Other outside agencies e.g. fire brigade, coast guard

- Peace Makers – Play alongside other children in order to promote positive behaviour. Our lunchtime supervisors also promote positive behaviours and award Rio stickers.

- Healthy Schools Award

- Well planned residential courses for Yr 6 help to promote a safe, healthy lifestyle.

- Fair-trade fortnight
- Younger Children have created a ‘Recipe for the perfect Teacher’ – showing an understanding of values and the importance of tolerance and understanding.

	Peace Mala encourages the school to raise awareness of issues of global interdependence and encourages active compassion by learners that will lead to positive changes locally and globally.
	- Being a Rights Respecting School, our pupils have a good awareness of the world around them.

- Raising children’s awareness of the 4 R’s in the school is essential and children are encouraged to carry on with these values within their community.

- Participate in many fund raising days including Red nose Day, Water Aid and - Children in Need.  We regularly collect for UNICEF.

	Peace Mala encourages the celebration of cultural, racial and religious diversity through art, music, drama and dance.
	- As part of Mind Body and Spirit Week, children learnt about music and dances from other cultures.  They also worked with their siblings and parents during our Cultural Diversity Day – celebrating what makes them special and sharing it with their peers.  This culminated in a walk around the school wearing banners and carrying posters about their culture.

- Year 4 completed a project with Tan Dance, learning dances from around the world.  This ended with a performance where parents and Teachers joined in.

- As part of the RE curriculum, pupils learn about the main world religions and the importance of dance and art within them.  In particular festivals such as Divali and Chinese New Year.

- During Assemblies children listen to music from around the world.  They also learn songs from different cultures.

- Every assembly begins with our school prayer which was written by past pupils.  This includes the line ‘Help us to be, full of love joy and peace.’  A candle is lit at the beginning of worship and acts as a focal point during the time for reflection.

- Special assemblies are held throughout the year to mark important events and festivals.  

- We Celebrated World Religion Day.  Each Phase looked at different world religions and their beliefs and practices.  Also researching the similarities and differences between them.
- Parents from the Muslim community in our school have held workshops with children.

	With Peace Mala the school actively promotes environmental sustainability, healthy eating, and respect for all animals and wildlife.
	- Our Eco Committee is very active and we have Just been awarded the first renewal of the Platinum award.

Outdoor Learning is an important part of our Curriculum.  Forest School’s trained Teacher.  Children learn about the environment and outdoor skills as well as environmental art.

- When designing our Peace Mala Garden, we ensured to take careful consideration for the local wildlife.
- We are very lucky to be located next door to a Community Farm.  We are able to have hands on experience to learn about animals and how to respect and care for them.

	With Peace Mala the school encourages Peace Education by forming a School Peace Council and engaging in peace activities.
	- Pupil Voice is very important to our school.  Children are voted on to our Cadle Rights Ambassadors and Eco Committee each year.  These children incorporate the role of Peace Education.
