	Becoming a Peace Mala School is part of the whole School Development Plan approved by staff and the Governing Body. This is shared with the whole school community. During every academic year, a chosen year group will study and explore Peace Mala by using the kits and educational materials. This encourages Peace Mala continuity in the school curriculum and ensures that every pupil will have encountered the message and vision of Peace Mala before they leave the school. The school will also share good practice with other schools who are members of the global community of Peace Mala. 
	· Christchurch Primary School has welcomed and shares the message of Peace Mala. It has been written into the School Development Plan after being agreed to by the governors. The school website has a link to Peace Mala.

· In 2013, all children from year 3 to year 6 were introduced to Peace Mala and made bracelets. From 2014 onwards, it will be taught in year 3. It was decided to include the older children this year to ensure that they were made aware of the message of Peace Mala.  

· The school teaches children to work co-operatively and when conflicts arise to deal with these positively through restorative practise. There has recently been an anti-bullying day. 

· Collective Worship enables children to explore local and world issues and it provides a time of reflection. 

· The school teaches twelve values, which permeates throughout the life of the school.  

· As a church school, we not only teach about Christianity but also other faiths, with children and staff at our school sharing their experiences and times of celebration.

· Children and staff have supported Peace Mala such as the Gower Peace Pilgrimage and a service at Llangyfelach.

	By using Peace Mala in the classroom, the school supports human rights and helps prevent bullying and all forms of prejudice.
	· The whole school was introduced to The Rights of the Child through a Collective Worship presentation.

· Children were made aware of the global issue of hunger through a 

             Collective Worship presentation. Following this, the children joined the    

             Enough Food For Everyone IF campaign to communicate their concerns by     

             decorating paper plates with their messages and prayers. These were sent to 

             the G8 summit in London to call on governments to take action on global

             hunger.

· Collective Worship provides opportunities to introduce children to historical characters, such as Desmond Tutu and Martin Luther King, who stood up for human rights. It also enables them to reflect upon issues. 

· Holocaust Memorial Day began with a Collective Worship story 'Rainbow Fish to the Rescue' by Marcus Pfister. Year 6 researched the Holocaust, concentration camps, Pearl Harbour and Hiroshima.  

· The school was been engaged in Restorative Practice for a number of years. This is an effective way of creating empathy and resolving disputes before children taken their issues outside the school. It has been noticed that far fewer parents have felt the need to question if incidents have been dealt with in school since its introduction. The Helping Hand Squad helps to build friendships and support pupils during play times.

· Children participate in 'check in and out' to share and raise in others an awareness of their feelings. 

· In September 2013, all staff participated in training for the Rights Respecting School Award.  

· On Remembrance Day, all children kept two minutes silence. Year 5 & 6 joined the public in Swansea for Silence in the Square, reported on the ITV news.

· In November 2013, the whole school participated in an Anti-Bullying Day. Collective Worship introduced some issues and each class participated in associated activities, which they shared with the whole school in the afternoon. 

· The school has strong links with the local police who regularly visit and educate the children.

	· Participating in the Rights Respecting School initiative has provided children with an awareness and a means of comparison between their lives and that of others both locally and around the world.

· Children are also made aware of global interdependence through collective worship, lessons, visitors and engaging in activities of support.

· Environmental issues have been raised through gardening club, Eco warriors

             and the school's commitment to reusing, reducing and recycling.      

· This year the school collected 69 boxes for Operation Christmas Child.

· For a number of years, the school has funded a child in Africa. Every month the school raises the money for the child by holding a 'toast day'.

· The school supports Red Nose Day, Children in Need, Jeans for Genes the Cyrenians and Faith in Families (Christingle donations).

· This year, the Harvest collections were donated locally, however, in past years they have been divided between local needs and those further afield.

	Peace Mala encourages the celebration of cultural, racial and religious diversity through art, music, drama and dance.
	· The school is proud of its multicultural population, with children from  nine  countries, and the good relationships it enjoys with their families. Flags from each of these countries are displayed in the school alongside clocks showing their local time.

· Staff from EMLAS attend the school on a weekly basis and this allows children's native language and culture to be observed by others.

· Whole school Collective Worship welcomes visitors from a range of Christian churches and Rev Alan Bayes has talked to the children about his Interfaith work.

· Children and members of staff are encouraged to celebrate and share their experiences of a range of festivals with others e.g. Christmas, Chinese New Year and Eid-ul-Fitr.

· Lessons provide children with opportunities to research faiths e.g. Judaism and engage in artwork, food making and tasting, music and dance. 

· Every year children take part in the school's Eisteddfod on March 1st.

· Members of staff attended the celebrations of a colleague's son's Muslim wedding in the summer.

	With Peace Mala the school actively promotes environmental sustainability, healthy eating and respect for all animals and wildlife.
	· Christchurch Primary School attained the Green Flag award in Summer Term 2011 and it was retained in November 2013.

· Children developed the Eco code:  God gave us the world. It is our responsibility to look after it. Let's reduce, reuse and recycle!

· Eco warriors recently engaged in a local 'litter pick'.

· The school held a Go Green Day which began with a Collective Worship to raise awareness of reducing, reusing and recycling. Children were dressed in green and engaged in activities to further develop their ecological awareness. 

             Every class has a paper recycling bin and the school also has facilities for 

             recycling plastics, tins and food. The latter being composted for the school 

             garden.

· In 2010, the school developed a garden area in the local church grounds. Over the years this has provided opportunities for children to learn about organic methods of gardening, the essential role played by insects and recycling. It is maintained by the gardening club and in 2012 it achieved the gold award for Swansea in Bloom. The theme being the Olympics, which also promoted healthy lifestyles.

· The garden has developed into a place of peace and reflection.

· A further gardening initiative at the Vetch grounds also enabled children to develop skills and understanding.  

· The PSE, Science and D&T curriculum help to develop children's awareness of healthy eating, as does fruit snacks in the Foundation Phase.

· The PE curriculum, after school clubs and local running events promotes exercise and healthy lifestyles.

· Children regularly visit the Llanelli Wetlands Centre to learn about the habitats of birds and insects, the food chain, ecosystems, endangered species, migration, conservation and sustainability.

· Frequent visits are also made to Plantasia, Swansea where they also explore animals and plant life. 

· In September 2013, the whole school enjoyed the visit of Birds of Prey. Some children and members of staff were given the privilege of supporting an African Eagle Owl. 

· Younger children also engage in role-play activities to learn about food and animals. 

· Various classes have experienced first hand care for animals including hamsters, chicks, axolotl and giant African snails.

· In October 2013, a Fair Trade Collective Worship raised an awareness of the injustice shown to farmers. Children engaged in activities that enabled them to understand the knock on effect of poverty within the families. Younger children learnt a Fair Trade song. The school buys Fair Trade produce in order to show its support.  

· The school has raised money for the Rockhopper penguins.   

· Osprey visit to Liberty Stadium. Building links with the community

	· Each classroom has a prayer area which children are encouraged to visit and reflect at any time. The outdoor classroom also houses a sensory shed. 

· The church and its garden also offer a place for reflection.

· Children are provided with a time of reflection following Collective Worship, Holy Eucharist and monthly church services at Christ Church. 

· The introduction of Restorative Practise and Rights Respecting School aids in the restoration of peace in the busy life of the school.

· The School Councillors, Ambassadors and Helping Hands serve as the school's peace council.

· Children are invited to say a prayer aloud and/or quietly during Collective Worship.

· The School Ambassadors met the Children's Commissioner for Wales, Keith Towler at Margam Country Park.

· In November, year 5/6 children attended the Remembrance Day Silence in the Square, Swansea.

· Children and staff have supported Peace Mala such as the Gower Peace Pilgrimage and the service for World Peace at Llangyfelach where the children recited the prayer of St Francis of Assisi.

· Mrs Allen attends the Farmington Conference at Harris Manchester College, Oxford, every year. This supports the aims of the Institute, founded by World War Two veteran Hon. Robert Wills, to improve religious education and promote peace.
